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JOHNES DISEASE IN CATTLE

At our recent farmer meeting on Johnes disease we discussed risk
factors involved in the spread of the disease, how it can be monitored and
action plans for best control including possible use of vaccination.
Individual cow milk tests are now being offered through NMR to help
identify carrier animals for as little as £1.50 per test. A summary of the
talk along with details of how milk testing can be used to help reduce the
risk of further infection within the herd will soon appear on our website.

PREVENTION OF ABORTION IN PREGNANT EWES

If breeding replacements have been purchased immediately prior to
tupping there may have been no opportunity to vaccinate these sheep
against Enzootic Abortion or Toxoplasmosis.  Mydiavac (Enzootic
Abortion Vaccine) may be safely used during pregnancy when the ewes
are over one month in lamb. A single injection will not only provide a
lifelong immunity in “clean” animals but also provide a significant
protection in sheep that are already infected. Toxoplasmosis vaccines
cannot be used in pregnant ewes but a degree of prevention can be
achieved by the inclusion of '‘Deccox’ in feeds during pregnancy. Your
feed merchant will require a prescription from us to allow the inclusion of
Deccox into sheep feeds. The earlier in pregnancy you start medicating
feed with Deccox the better the results.
