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LUNGWORM DISEASE IN CATTLE

September is the most common month of the year for seeing lungworm in cattle.
The disease presents as coughing, and rapid breathing in youngstock and also
reduced milk yields in adult milk cows. Confirmation of the disease is by
examination of dung samples for the presence of lungworm larvae. lvermectin
based pour-ons (Enovex 80p/300kg) and injections are effective for treatment,
but Eprinex is the only wormer effective against lungworm with a nil milk
withhold. During the months of September and October we are running a
special offer on Eprinex - please contact the surgery for details.

SHEEP TOPICS

Scab injections for sheep:

Dectomax and Cydectin _sheep injection are both licensed for a single shot
prevention of sheep scab. The injections worm the ewes at the same time and
can be an effective alternative to dipping.

Ram Fertility Testing:

In addition to the physical examination of rams we are able to assess their
fertility through examination of semen following electro-ejaculation.  This
procedure can be carried out at the surgery or on farm for groups of rams. It
is not just useful to examine rams which have had a problem in previous years,
it can help to pick out other tups that are likely to ‘mis—fire’ this year.
