Protect your Rabbit fr'om Please make sure your dog swims in a safe area with no

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The start of summer is the time when we start to see rabbits affected by
blow fly strike. This is a very upsetting condition and
can be life threatening, but it is also very preventable.
Blow flies like to lay their eggs in a warm, damp, and
preferably slightly smelly environment! Unfortunately
rabbit’s bottoms are a favourite place for them to do
this! When the eggs hatch out into maggots they need to feed
immediately, so they start to burrow into the rabbits skin, which is
obviously painful, and causes serious infection and shock which is
often fatal. This can be prevented by making sure you clean your
rabbits hutch out on a daily basis, using disinfectant safe for small
animals which can be bought from the surgery, and using highly

... absorbent bedding such as dust free wood shaving. You should also

check your rabbit’s bottom to make sure it is clean and dry. A product

called Rear Guard can also be applied to your rabbit, which will discourage the flies
from laying eggs. Please call the surgery and speak to a qualified nurse for more
advice.
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Don't forget to
protect your dog
from kennel cough

Kennel cough (Bordetella
bronchiseptica) is a highly
infectious respiratory disease
in dogs that is easily spread
by close contact, coughing or
sneezing. It is called kennel
cough because in a boarding
kennel environment it can
easily spread from one dog to
another. A vaccine is
available for kennel cough
and can be given at the same
time as your dog’s booster; it
involves a small amount of
liquid vaccine being applied
up your dog’s nose, which
will protect your dog from the
most common strains of
kennel cough. We would
recommend your dog has a
kennel cough vaccine at least
2 weeks before it goes to
kennels. It is also important
all other vaccines are kept up
to date. Please phone the
surgery for more details or to
make an appointment.
